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NEW FAMILY OF DAMASCENE PATTERNS
Damasteel has developed a new group of damascene patterns with some new properties.
Just like our oldest patterns we have a patterned picture in the cross section of a steel bar
already from the billet stage of 400 (16”) mm round.
See the picture below. This base pattern is called "Bluetounge

In some cases patterned shapes can be cut directly from a forged and rolled bar shape.
This works fine in parts with plenty of surfaces with an angle to the rolling direction, for
example golf club heads, billets for drop forged walchcases, scissors or kitchen knives.

In wide flat bar or strip dimensions, ex 150x3 mm cross section, knife blade blanks can be cut
with an angle to the rolling direction.
Then the "bluetounge” pattern will appear in the edge grinding phase.
